Beef and Vegetable Soup 

(microwave) 

 
 500gm Minced Steak 

 1 Large onion, chopped 

 8 cups beef stock 

 1 cup of macaroni 

 1 Large potato, chopped 

 1 large carrot, chopped 

 2 celery sticks, chopped 

 1 Tbspn Parsley, chopped 

 1 cup of Cabbage, shredded 

 4 chopped tomatoes or small can 

 1/2 cup frozen peas 

 Salt & pepper to taste 

 

METHOD: 

 

Place mince in a 4 litre microwave safe casse-

role.  Break up mince with a fork and add on-

ion.  Cover and cook on medium high (70%)for 

six minutes.  Stir and break up meat and cook a 

further 6 minutes.  Add remaining ingredients, 

except peas.  Cook on medium High for 25-30 

minutes.  Add peas 10 minutes before end of 

cooking time.  Skim off excess Fat. 

 

 

SCOTCH FINGER SLICE 

 

250 gm packet Scotch Finger biscuits 

300ml cream 

1 can condensed Milk 

1/4 cup lemon juice 

2 Teaspoons Cinnamon 

2 teaspoons nutmeg 

 

METHOD: 

Line and lightly grease a slice tin.  Arrange 

scotch fingers in a layer in base of tin. 

 

Beat cream until thick.  Beat in condensed milk 

and lemon juice.  Pour over base.  Refrigerate.   

 

Put a few remaining biscuits into freezer bag 

and crush lightly.  Combine with cinnamon and 

nutmeg sprinkle over top of slice.  Refrigerate 

overnight.  Best if served 2 days after making.  

(allows biscuits time to soften).
